Why “Vande Mataram” is not acceptable to Muslims
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All'praise is for Allah, and blessings and peace be upon His Messenger. Now to the point!

In 1998, the Government of Uttar Pradesh issued an (official order) making it mandatory in
all recognized schools of the state that every morning a garland be offered to the image
of India and the song “Vande Mataram” be sung.

The reason for opposition was that in this song, the motherland of India is imagined as a
adt (goddess), and such attributes are ascribed to her which are appropriate only for the
one true God. Furthermore, within the song, expressions of worship and devotion toward
her are affirmed.

When this matter came to light, the Jamiat Ulema-e-Hind, along with various Muslim
organizations and institutions, opposed it and raised strong objections both in writing
and through practical protest. As a result of this effective resistance, the government
later withdrew the order.

In response to this reaction by the Muslims, an attempt was made by some fellow
countrymen to create the impression that opposing the song “Vande Mataram” and
refusing to offer a garland to the image of Bharat Mata is equivalent to betrayal of the
nation and the community. It was also alleged that the religious scholars (ulema), by
provoking this issue, are turning Muslims into traitors to the country.

Therefore, it was felt necessary to examine this issue seriously and to present the correct
situation as well as the constitutional and legal position of Muslims, so that fair-minded
members of the general public and the educated class may not fall victim to any
misunderstanding.

With this purpose, this article was published in the monthly magazine “Nida-e-Shahi” in August
1998, and later it was also published separately in large numbers in the form of a booklet by
Jamiat Ulema-e-Hind. This article is also included in the collection of essays titled “Ahkam-
e-Majmua Mazameen” and “Dawat-e-Fikr-o-Amal.”

In the present times, especially on social media, this issue is once again being raised with great
intensity. An atmosphere is being created in which it is claimed that anyone who does not
sing “Vande Mataram” or does not raise the slogan of “Bharat Mata Ki Jai” is a traitor to
the nation. For this purpose, a well-planned campaign is being carried out.

It was therefore considered appropriate to republish this article so that the position of Islam and
the Islamic community on this issue remains clearly before us.

May Allah Almighty protect all of us from every kind of trial and hardship, and grant us
steadfastness upon the Deen. Ameen.

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Islamic Perspective

All'praiseis for Allah, the Lord of all the worlds. Peace and blessings be upon the leader of
all Prophets and Messengers, and upon his family and all his companions. Thereafter:

The foundational belief of Islam is Tawheed (Oneness of Allah). In the Holy Qur’an and
the pure Hadiths, the importance of this belief has been emphasized repeatedly and
with great stress. All of humanity has been instructed to worship only one God. In
Islam, worshipping anything other than Allah—whether it is an idol, a picture on paper,
a river, a stream, a mountain, a tree, a stone, a flower, a living being or a non-living
object, whether dead or alive—and attributing to it the essential divine attributes of
Allah, is strictly forbidden (haram). In Islamic terminology, this act is called Shirk,
which is an unpardonable and unforgivable crime in the sight of Allah, the Lord of
Majesty.

Regarding this matter, Islam'’s position is that anything which itselfis a creation, meaning
something that came into existence from nothing, and whose existence depends upon
another, cannot be placed at the level of the Creator (Khaaliq)—the One who
grants existence to all, who exists eternally by Himself, and whose existence is not
granted by anyone.

The Qur'an states:

|s-then He who creates like one who does not create? Will you not then remember (or
take heed)?

The Creator is only Allah: According to the Islamic perspective, the Creator and
the One who brings into existence everything in the universe—whether small or
big, weak or powerFul—|s one and only Allah (SWT).
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And to Allah belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth and whatever is

between them. He creates what He wills, and Allah is over all things competent.
Surah Al-Mdad’idah (5:17)
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He created all things, and He is, of all things, Knowing.
Surah Al-An‘aam (6:101) ]
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That is Allah, your Lord; there is no deity except Him, the Creator of all things, so

worship Him. And He is Disposer of all things.
Surah ALAN‘aam (6:102)
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Do you not see that Allah created the heavens and the earth in truth?
Surah Ibrahim (14:19)
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Is He [not best] who created the heavens and the earth and sent down rain from the sky for you,
by which We cause to grow beautiful gardens whose trees you could not have grown
yourselves? Is there any deity along with Allah? Rather, they are a people who ascribe equals.

Surah Naml (24:60)

From these verses it becomes clear that the religion of Islam does not, under any
circumstances, want to view any created being as occupying the position of the
Creator. No matter how worthy of respect a created being may be—even if he is a
Prophet, a saint, or a spiritual pole (Qutb)—it is not permissible to treat him in a
manner reserved for the Creator.
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Even a Prophet is not God:

In-Istam, after Allah, the most sacred rank and the most exalted and
honorable status belongs to the Seal of the Prophets, our leader and
master, Hazrat Muhammad (peace and blessings be upon him). However,
even with Hazrat Muhammad (PBUH), it is not permissible to treat him like
God. He is not to be worshipped, nor is prostration (sajda) allowed to be
made to him.

The Prophet himself (PBUH) clearly forbade his Ummah from doing so. It is
reported that once a rebellious camel fell into prostration before the Prophet
(PBUH) and began complaining about its owner. Upon this, the Companions
(may Allah be pleased with them) submitted that if this camel, knowingly, is

prostrating before you, then we, with even greater right, should prostrate
before you.

Upon this, the Prophet (PBUH) said: # & Jsx) d‘ﬁ
A0 AG G A Y
‘It is not appropriate for a human being to prostrate before another human
beina.” (‘Dala’il an-Nubuwwah 19/6" 19/6 5.sil) JiYa)



Now- reflect that when, in Islam, there is no scope for the worship of even a most sacred
personality like a Prophet (peace be upon him), then how can the worship or devotion of
anything else in the world be permissible for a Muslim?

The matter of parents
In the same way, in Islam, parents (mother and father) hold a very great and elevated status. The
Qur'an and Hadith, at many places, strongly emphasize good conduct and obedience
towards them, and strictly forbid disobedience to them. However, along with this, it has also
been made clear that if parents command their children to associate partners with Allah
\, (commlt shlrk) then they must not be obeyed at all. The Qur'an states:

uJLaa e.uS LA.\
And We have enjoined upon man kindness to his parents. But if they strive to make you associate

with Me that of which you have no knowledge, then do not obey them. To Me is your return,
and | will inform you about what you used to do.

Surah Al-‘Ankabiit (29), Ayat 8

From this command it becomes clear that Islam does not consider it correct to place even one's

real mother—from whose womb a human being is born—on an equal footing with-the True

Creator (Rabb al-‘Alamin). Rather, Islam commands its followers that in matters of shirk, they
must never accept even the command of their own biological parents.
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Ma’dre Watan Mabood nahi hai (The motherland is not an object of

worship):

So now reflect that when the Noble Qur'an has set aside the command of one’s own real and
biological parents in matters of shirk, then how can Islam possibly tolerate treating
metaphorical mothers such as the “motherland” or “Bharat Mata” in a manner befitting the
True Creator?
Respect for one’s mother and love for her are one thing, and turning her into a deity or placing
her at the status of the Creator is a completely different matter.

Love and loyalty do not mean that the one we love must also be worshipped. We love our
parents, we care for our brothers and sisters, and we maintain relationships with relatives,
but we do not worship them. No one can say that our love is diminished simply because we

do not worship them. Similarly, if a Muslim says that he loves his country but does not
worship it and does not place it at the status of God, then he can never be called a traitor or
an enemy of the nation and the country.

India is our homeland, and by virtue of being our homeland, we naturally have an inherent
connection with it. Our glorious history is etched and evident on every inch of its soil. We are
sincerely committed—and will continue to be committed—to the welfare and progress of our
country.



However,love and attachment to the homeland by no means imply that we should turn it into
an-object of worship. Neither intellectually nor legally can anyone compel us to worship or
show devotion to the homeland.

Our country has constitutionally granted us the right that no command or obligation should
be imposed on any resident here that goes against his religious beliefs or infringes upon his
religious freedom. In being devoted sons of the motherland, Hindus, Muslims, Sikhs, and
Christians all stand equal. Just as a Hindu cannot be prevented from idol worship, in the same
way no Muslim can be compelled to worship anything other than Allah.

Those who, under the guise of majority, attempt to force all the inhabitants of the country to
adhere to their own beliefs and practices are, in reality, not well-wishers of the motherland;
rather, they weaken its very foundations. This is because the survival and integrity of our
country depend solely on respecting the sentiments of every community living here and on
not causing hurt or offence to anyone.

This is not treason against the nation:

Muslims are by no means opposed to any anthem or song that contains praise of India and'its
various virtues; rather, they recite and sing such songs with enthusiasm. The national song “Sare
Jahan Se Achchha, Hindustan Hamara” is a reflection of our true feelings about this country. We

have never had any objection to reciting such songs, nor can there be any.



Our only submission is that we should not be made to utter words or be compelled to
perform actions that go against our belief in Tawhid (the Oneness of God).

Since the song Vande Mataram contains purely polytheistic expressions, we have an
objection to reciting it. The reason for this objection is by no means that we do not love
our country or that we are not loyal to it; rather, this objection is solely based on the fact
that reciting it goes against the religious freedom granted to us by the Constitution. Our
religious freedom is dear to us under all circumstances, and we cannot bargain or
compromise it at any cost.

Therefore, the government, fellow countrymen, and our enlightened and broad-minded
intellectuals should not regard the concerns of Muslims as opposition to the nation;
rather, they should sincerely try to redress their genuine grievances and insist on
withdrawing such coercive directives. Otherwise, the consequences and outcomes-of

such measures may prove extremely dangerous for the country.



Appeal to Muslims:
On-this occasion, we also appeal to ordinary Muslims to remain fully sensitive and
demonstrate complete vigilance in safeguarding the faith (iman) of their future
generations. They should strictly instruct their children not to utter any words of
shirk with their tongues and not to treat anyone other than Allah as an object of
worship.

In matters of faith and Islam, our feelings must be absolutely clear: we can endure
every loss of this world, but we cannot tolerate even for a moment any harm or
compromise to our religion and Islam. May Allah Almighty grant us complete
steadfastness upon His religion. Ameen.
